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REPORT OF THE SUBCOMMITTEE 
on 

GENERAL GOVERNMENT and CAPITAL OUTLAY 

Mr. Chairman and Members of the Committee: 

I am pleased to present to you today the recommendations of 
the General Government and Capital Outlay Subcommittee. 
Consistent with the principles that have been consistently espoused 
by Chairman Jones, the Subcommittee's recommendations were 
developed with the goal of keeping Virginia's budget in structural 
balance; limiting our future financial commitments to the greatest 
extent possible while identifying proposals to make our government 
more efficient and responsive to our citizens. 

Mr. Chairman, in the area of capital, the Subcommittee's 
recommendations are mindful of the need to minimize the use of 
debt while continuing to move forward using the process established 
in 2008 which brought sound business practices to the capital outlay 
area. In fact, our recommendations reduce debt by $42.5 million 
from the Introduced Budget. 

Therefore, the Subcommittee recommends allocating $112.3 
million from the general fund as follows: 

• $95.1 million is recommended in a capital renovation pool 
for seven previously authorized, fully planned, dare I say, 
"shovel-ready" projects. These projects will allow the six 
institutions to fully utilize substandard and inhabitable 
space or improve operations in current space; 

• $5.6 million along with $5.0 million NGF is recommended 
to supplement the Rotunda renovation at UV A; 



• $2.8 million to correct a fund split error in the introduced 
budget for the acquisition of the East Campus Chiller 
Plant at JMU; and, 

• $8.5 million to supplement the Maintenance Reserve 
program. The Subcommittee was also able to eliminate 
the proposed $5 million in tax-supported bonds for this 
program. 

By using general funds we not only move these projects 
forward expeditiously but we also positively contribute to structural 
soundness in our budget for the next biennium. 

The Subcommittee recommends allowing 12 projects to begin 
preplanning with their own nongeneral fund resources. This was 
contemplated in the process established in 2008 and has been utilized 
by most agencies and institutions to some degree. The Subcommittee 
also recommends the reimbursement of Prince William - Manassas 
and Pamunkey Regional Jails. As required by Code, both projects 
have been approved by the Board of Corrections. 

Mr. Chairman, as our remaining capital recommendation are 
modest and in several cases purely technical, I will move on to 
General Government. 

Thanks to the hard work of the Chairman and fellow 
Committee members, the Subcommittee is able to recommend setting 
aside $99.5 million for future deposits in the Rainy Day Fund. This 
deposit will allow us to continue to ensure the fiscal stability of our 
Commonwealth in future years, and is indicative of the long­
standing prudent fiscal stewardship of this Committee. 

The Subcommittee also recommends sufficient funds to 
support 402 total judgeships through eliminating $1 million in 
reductions proposed in the Governor's budget. We began the process 
of reverting funding for judgeship in 2010 during the middle of the 
"Great Recession" and feel strongly that the time has come to end 



this practice. This will support our goal of swift and efficient 
operation of our court system, and ensure that the citizens and 
businesses of our Commonwealth continue to have reliable and 
expedient access to our courts. 

To further ensure the fair and efficient operation of the 
Commonwealth's courts, the Subcommittee and its members have 
recommended an additional $6 million to the Criminal Fund in FY 
2015. These funds help support many critical resources for our court 
system, including indigent defense, court interpreters, expert 
witnesses1 and other critical court functions. 

The Subcommittee and its members also recommend 
eliminating language requiring localities to acquire voting equipment 
from a single vendor to be selected by the state Department of 
Elections. The administration of elections, including the purchase of 
voting equipment, is, and should continue to be, a local 
responsibility. Therefore, the Subcommittee recommends eliminating 
the $28.0 million in bonds the Governor proposed be used for the 
purchase of local voting equipment, as well as eliminating the 
proposal for $1.6 million in general funds to reimburse localities that 
have recently purchase voting equipment. 

Mr. Chairman and fellow Committee members, I will ask staff 
to take you through our detailed recommendations, and then I hope 
it will be your pleasure to adopt our Subcommittee report.

Any suit filed 
pursuant to this section shall be immediately dismissed in the event that the member 
leaves or is removed from the General Assembly for any reason prior to the resolution 
of the suit." 

Explanation: 
(This amendment clarifies that members of the General Assembly have standing to 

bring suit against agencies that act in contrary to the Code of Virginia.)
