16 Linkenauger, and Jennifer Johnson––also won a state championship; and
17 WHEREAS, Anna Linkenauger performed well in individual events, capturing second place in the
18 200-meter individual medley and the 100-meter breaststroke, and Hannah Davis won the 50-meter and
19 100-meter freestyle events; and
20 WHEREAS, Jennifer Johnson, Sarah Crockett and divers Jackie Campitell, Lauren Williams, and
21 Kerrianna Clark added valuable points to the Rams' championship total; and
22 WHEREAS, the triumphant 2004 season of the Lafayette High School swimming team may prove to
23 be the first of many, as 17 of the 21 members of the team are underclassmen; now, therefore, be it
24 RESOLVED by the House of Delegates, the Senate concurring, That the General Assembly hereby
25 commend the Lafayette High School Rams on their unprecedented 2004 swimming season; and, be it
