16 WHEREAS, Officer Baines is the School Resource Officer for James Blair Middle School, where he
17 has a dramatic and positive impact on school safety, discipline, and student relations; and
18 WHEREAS, Officer Baines serves as chairman of the Peninsula Seniors and Law Enforcement
19 Together (SALT) Council, where he coordinates all Peninsula law enforcement agencies' efforts to assist
20 the region's senior citizens; and
21 WHEREAS, a popular and exceptionally dedicated public servant, Officer Baines exemplifies the
22 spirit of community policing; now, therefore, be it

24 commend Officer Dennis L. Baines for his outstanding service to the Williamsburg Police Department;
