HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 6035

Commending the Jamestown High School boys' soccer team.

WHEREAS, the 2008 Jamestown High School boys' soccer team capped an outstanding season by
winning the school's second Virginia High School League Group AA state soccer championship before

O'Brien, Trevor Davis, Myles Antonini, Matt Johnson, and Michael Wood––worked hard and made
significant contributions throughout the season and the championship games; and

WHEREAS, the triumphant performance of the 2008 Eagles is a tribute to the talent, dedication, and
perseverance of the players; the leadership of Coach Bobby O'Brien and his staff; and the support of the
