19 leader, and senior patrol leader for Troop 209; other activities include attending Boy Scout camps and
20 the 2010 National Scout Jamboree, which celebrated the 100th anniversary of Scouting; and
21 WHEREAS, Bennett Owen, an eleventh grade student at Brunswick Academy in Lawrenceville, is
22 interested in golf and a variety of other sports, including archery and hunting; now, therefore, be it
23 RESOLVED by the House of Delegates, That Bennett Feild Owen hereby be commended for the
24 distinguished honor of becoming an Eagle Scout; and, be it
25 RESOLVED FURTHER, That the Clerk of the House of Delegates prepare a copy of this resolution
