19 the world to win a silver medal in bowling doubles and a bronze medal in bowling singles at the
20 international competition; and
21 WHEREAS, a talented bowler and inspiring role model, Daniel Certa proudly represented
22 Chesapeake, the Commonwealth, and the nation at the 2011 Special Olympics World Summer Games;
