16 advantage of a momentum shift after Luray served the ball into the net; and
17 WHEREAS, with service now on their side, the Lady Blue Devils went on a 4 - 0 run that ended
18 with two power kills and resulted in the state championship title; and
19 WHEREAS, the five-time champion Lady Blue Devils were led by long-time head coach Amy Reed
20 and assistant coach Delonda Spivey and managed by Abby Sallee and Hope Spivey; and
21 WHEREAS, each athlete––Cori Baker, Julie Dockery, Lindsey Harper, Kerri Hite, Kyra Jessee,
22 Caitlin McConnell, Haley Reed, Rosa Smith, Hannah Spivey, and Hayley Wolfe––contributed
23 immensely to the victory; now, therefore, be it

25 commend the 2013 Gate City High School volleyball team for winning the Virginia High School League
