WHEREAS, as an original member of the Viva Vienna Town Festival Committee, Keith Bodamer
chaired the sponsorship committee and helped collect many generous donations for local and
international charitable organizations; and

WHEREAS, Keith Bodamer helped double the membership of the Vienna Rotary Club as
membership chair and served as president in 2000 and 2001; he was named Vienna Rotarian of the Y ear
in 2003 and was a six-time Paul Harris Fellow; and

WHEREAS, Keith Bodamer aso served as a board member of Shepherd Center of Vienna/Oakton,
where he chaired the fundraising committee; and

WHEREAS, enjoying fellowship and worship with the community as a longtime member of the
Church of the Holy Comforter, Keith Bodamer served on several committees and led fundraising efforts
to support the church's renovation; and
