World War |1, when he was stationed in the Pacific theater as a plane mechanic; and

WHEREAS, Robert Good served as Mayor of Shenandoah from 1956 to 1959, and was a member of
the town council for many years; he aso served on the Page County School Board from 1956 to 1976,
and the Page County Board of Supervisors from 1988 to 2002; and

WHEREAS, Robert Good was an employee of Merck & Co., Inc., for 37 years before retiring in
1987, and he ran a part-time accounting business for severa years; and

WHEREAS, during his many years in public service, Robert Good played an important role in the
completion of major roadwork on Route 340, which runs from Luray to Front Royal, and was
instrumental in seeing that there were two high schools in Page County; and

WHEREAS, widely respected for his integrity, Robert Good was admired for his energy,
determination, and huge heart; his contributions to the Page County and Shenandoah communities will
be felt for many generations; and

WHEREAS, Robert Good was a member of Christ United Methodist Church and previously attended
Elkton Evangelical Presbyterian Church, where he was active in Sunday school; and

WHEREAS, Robert Good loved to bowl, play tennis, and golf in his free time, but what he enjoyed
most was spending precious time with his family, especialy his seven grandchildren and seven
great-grandchildren; and
