6 WHEREAS, Matthew Abregu, a driving instructor in Loudoun County, has helped several of his
7 peers earn their driver's licenses, equipping them to lead prosperous and fulfilling lives; and
8 WHEREAS, Matthew Abregu's driver's education business, La Escuelita DIP, is certified by the
9 Virginia Department of Motor Vehicles to offer programs in coordination with the Douglass School in

10 Leesburg, which does not have its own driver's education program, and Mobile Hope, an organization
11 that aids homeless and precariously housed youth in Loudoun County; and
12 WHEREAS, Matthew Abregu's programs offer students with limited access to cars and other
13 resources the opportunity to learn how to drive, providing them with an invaluable life skill that will
14 improve their ability to find gainful employment and support themselves; and
15 WHEREAS, Matthew Abregu guides students step-by-step through the process of obtaining a driver's
16 license, establishing a plan with the student, coordinating with their parents or guardian, helping them
17 study and practice, and ultimately escorting them to the Department of Motor Vehicles for their driver's
18 test; and
19 WHEREAS, by improving their mobility in the community, Matthew Abregu helps students access
20 greater professional and educational opportunities, fostering their success later in life; and
21 WHEREAS, through his tireless efforts to support disadvantaged youth in his community, Matthew
22 Abregu embodies the values and ideals the Commonwealth holds most dear; now, therefore, be it
23 RESOLVED by the House of Delegates, That Matthew Abregu, a driving instructor in Loudoun
24 County, hereby be commended for helping numerous citizens of the Commonwealth achieve an
25 important milestone in their lives; and, be it
