4. Title:  Additional powers of the Commissioner during a state of emergency. 

 

5. Summary:  This proposal is to authorize the Commissioner, when a state of emergency has 

been declared by the Governor, to extend the validity or delay the cancellation of driver’s 

licenses, special identification cards, and vehicle registrations, to extend the time frame 

during which a driver improvement clinic or payment plan must be completed, to extend the 

time frame during which new residents are required to obtain Virginia driver’s licenses and 

to register vehicles for the duration of a declared state of emergency and for up to 90 days 

after the declaration of a state of emergency has been rescinded or expires.
