10 Community College in 1993 and 10 years later joined the Virginia Division of Capitol Police; and
11 WHEREAS, Michael Bresko formerly served as a field training officer, general instructor, driving
12 instructor, cardiopulmonary resuscitation and automated external defibrillator instructor, and chemical
13 agent instructor for the Virginia Division of Capitol Police, training numerous law-enforcement
14 personnel throughout his tenure; and
15 WHEREAS, in recognition of his professionalism and commitment to excellence, Michael Bresko
16 was nominated by his peers and selected as Employee of the Month three times during his tenure with
17 the Virginia Division of Capitol Police; and
18 WHEREAS, promoted to sergeant on November 25, 2020, Michael Bresko applied himself in the
19 Virginia Division of Capitol Police's career development program, rising to the rank of master officer,
20 the most senior status in the program, on March 10, 2021; and
21 WHEREAS, with unwavering dedication to his duties and responsibilities as a member of the
22 Virginia Division of Capitol Police, Michael Bresko has ensured the safety and well-being of countless
23 individuals and public officials; now, therefore, be it
24 RESOLVED by the House of Delegates, the Senate concurring, That the General Assembly hereby
25 commend Michael B. Bresko, a sergeant with the Virginia Division of Capitol Police, on the occasion of
