19 entered the League of Independent Schools Division I tournament seeded fourth, peaked at the right

22 the end of the season to sweep the tournament and win the League of Independent Schools Division I

24 WHEREAS, the Gators defeated the top two seeds in the tournament and put together a steady,
25 courageous performance in the final game, a 43-33 victory over Saint Catherine's High School; and
26 WHEREAS, in winning the final game, the Gators also avenged two earlier defeats by the Saints and
27 ended their season with a well-earned championship; and
28 WHEREAS, Saint Gertrude's victory is a tribute to the hard work and perseverance of the players,
29 the inspired leadership of Head Coach Tammy Hedspeth, and the support of the students and faculty of
30 Saint Gertrude High School; now, therefore, be it
