21 environment at Cox High School and create a more close-knit school community; and
22 WHEREAS, in order to help students feel more connected to the school and one another, Brian
23 Matney has initiated programs such as Freshman Falconfest, an orientation day for ninth graders, and the
24 Wall of Honor, where student accomplishments in a wide range of areas are publicized; and
