20 Department of Conservation and Recreation in monitoring the well-being of the park for the foreseeable
21 future; now, therefore, be it

23 science students and salute the exemplary endeavors of all involved in this remarkable venture to
24 provide a permanent record of the contours, conditions, and creatures of a state park in the making; and,
