16 skills gained from service in the military proved to be an asset; and
17 WHEREAS, an outstanding businessman, Paul Schratwieser served as a director for IBM and made
18 many valuable contributions to the company during his tenure; and
19 WHEREAS, active in community affairs throughout his life, Paul Schratwieser had been a volunteer
20 commissioner for the Town of Mamaroneck Police Department in New York and generously gave of his
21 time and talents to the American Red Cross and several Catholic grammar and high schools; and
22 WHEREAS, for many years, Paul Schratwieser provided wise counsel and insight to others as a
23 support group leader for the Alzheimer's Association; and
24 WHEREAS, predeceased by his wife of 53 years, Joanne, Paul Schratwieser will be fondly
25 remembered and greatly missed by his loving wife of four years, Sandra; children, Mary, Jody, Paula,
26 Greg, Karen, and Elaine, and their families, including 19 grandchildren; and numerous other family
