22 with the LEAD Historic Triangle Hands Together Historic Triangle Resource Fair; and
23 WHEREAS, the success of the LEAD Historic Triangle Hands Together Historic Triangle Resource
24 Fair demonstrated what can be accomplished when community members come together; now, therefore,
