6 WHEREAS, in 2016, the Reverend Dr. Kevin G. Swann, senior pastor of Ivy Baptist Church in
7 Newport News, who has touched countless lives as a minister, community leader, author, and teacher,
8 celebrates his 10th Pastoral Anniversary of ministry and service to his congregation; and
9 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann earned a bachelor's and master's degree in Counseling

10 from Old Dominion University and a doctoral degree from South Florida Theological Seminary; and
11 WHEREAS, since beginning his ministry at Ivy Baptist Church in 2006, the Reverend Dr. Kevin
12 Swann has undertaken extensive community service initiatives, including founding Kevin Swann
13 Enterprises, a nonprofit faith-based organization that provides assistance to underprivileged youth and
14 adults in southeastern Virginia; and
15 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann's outreach efforts are furthered by his writings; he
16 regularly contributes to a religious column in the Daily Press newspaper, and in 2013, he published his
17 first book, Survive and Advance: Effective Strategies for Christian Leaders; and
18 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann has had a presence in the community; he writes a daily
19 inspirational blog, Moments with our Master, impacting thousands of people across the country and
20 abroad; he reaches a large audience through the "Pastor's Study," a weekly radio program that he
21 co-founded in 2007, and he teaches as an adjunct professor at Hampton University; and
22 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann has received numerous awards and accolades for his
23 faithful and tireless work; he is the recipient of two honorary degrees, was honored in 2012 with a
24 Living Legends Award from the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People
25 (NAACP), and in 2015, Kevin Swann Enterprises received the Community Champion Award from the
26 Hampton Roads Diversity and Inclusion Consortium; and
27 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann is a prolific, thoughtful, and brilliant preacher who
28 inspires his congregation to be socially conscious and make positive change in the community; and

30 WHEREAS, the Reverend Dr. Kevin Swann is a solutions-oriented leader; through community
31 dialogue and collaboration, he works to make the Peninsula area a safe and healthy place for all those
32 who call it home; now, therefore, be it
