7 January 4, 2021; and
8 WHEREAS, Mary Tuell grew up in Cumberland County and pursued a career as a certified welder,
9 traveling to cities throughout the United States to work on United States Navy ships; and

10 WHEREAS, after settling in Triangle, Mary Tuell worked as the head food service chef at the
11 Washington-Reid School and later served as a health care provider; and
12 WHEREAS, Mary Tuell was a dedicated member of the Dumfries-Potomac Lions Club and
13 American Legion Post 28 as well as a generous community volunteer with more than 20 years of
14 service to the American Cancer Society and as an election official; and
15 WHEREAS, guided by her deep faith, Mary Tuell enjoyed fellowship and worship with the Triangle
16 community at Mount Zion Baptist Church, where she was a Sunday school and vacation Bible school
17 teacher and founded a missionary auxiliary, a nurses' ministry, and the Zionettes choir; and
18 WHEREAS, predeceased by her husband of 49 years, Fred, and three children, Claude, Douglas, and
19 Rhonda, Mary Tuell will be fondly remembered and greatly missed by her children, William, Lester,
20 Deloris, and Debby, and their families, and numerous other family members and friends; now, therefore,
