HOUSE RESOLUTION NO. 236
Celebrating the life of Nell Smpson Malbon.

WHEREAS, guided throughout her life by her deep and abiding faith, Nell Mabon was an active
member at Oak Grove Baptist Church in Virginia Beach, where she took great comfort in worship and
fellowship with her community; and

WHEREAS, preceded in death by her husband, Roger, Nell Malbon will be fondly remembered and
dearly missed by her daughter, Lori, and her family, and numerous other family members and friends;
